A Deeper Look  

3. What is the significance in v. 3 of the disciples going fishing? Why do you think Peter 
would choose to return to his old way of life? 

4. In v. 15-19, why does Jesus ask Peter, “Do you love me?”, not just once, but three 
times? What do we learn about Peter in his response to Jesus’ questioning? What do 
we learn about Jesus in this passage?

TAKING IT HOME  

5. In v. 4, we see Jesus come to meet the disciples where they are. Do you struggle to 
believe Jesus’ love for you, that he loves you today, and meets you where you are? 
How does Jesus meet you in your life today, and in what areas do you need to let him 
meet you?

6. If Jesus were to ask you, “Do you love me?” or “Do you love me more than these?”, 
what would your honest answer be? What competes for your love with Jesus being first 
in your life?

7. How does Jesus’ love for you draw out your love for him? Share with the group how you 
are cultivating your love for Jesus, and what are some ways that you hope to continue 
to grow in your love for him.
